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Undoubtedly this was the greatest year of the Foundation since inception as the dream of its own house had been materialized and we moved into the news premises by June. Although construction delayed the entry but still we managed to bring the entire books in a day long exercise of shifting from old location to the new one.
The construction took the better part of the whole year as we had not only built the house but also fitted the wall almirah, conference table as well as bed beside cabinets and toilets.

Eventually every inch of the library room was well fitted with book racks, almirahs. There is also very long conference table where simultaneously more than 15 people can study and work.
From August onwards saw the restoration of the whole library book by book. Paucity of fund have not doubt slowed down the binding process but initially all the journals have been rebound. That is the most important property and every single journal have been hard bound now.

After that we started taking care of important books for rebinding. This will be a continuous process considering sheer number of books we have. We have deliberately kept the cataloguing and listing towards the next year as we want more books are rebound giving them a new life.
Meanwhile we did send our research associate Amar Jyoti Bora under a project of the Centre for Science Environment (CSE) to know more about library management. He was at New Delhi for nearly a month.
The next important project we have taken into the hand is the publication of a book in Asomiya in coordination with the State Institute of Rural Development (SIRD) about the rural achievers. We have engaged Manoram Gogoi as the editor for the project and after the preliminary work; we hope to start the project after April 2006.
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
